1.The organising committee will accept no responsibility whatsoever for any loss, injury or damage to any person or their property, whilst on the equestrian centre premises, carparks or approaches.
2. We advise that all entrants and their horses/ ponies are fully insured with Third Party Insurance
3. Correct dress must be worn at all events
4. A hard hat to British Standard EN 1384 or PAS 015 with correctly fitted chinstrap must be worn by all competitors and riders whilst mounted.
5. Any horse/pony or rider acting in a dangerous manner may be asked to leave the premises. Excessive use of whips or spurs, foul language or cruelty will not be tolerated and may result in the offender being eliminated and asked to leave the premises.
6. The organisers reserve the right to amalgamate or split classes and alter or amend the running order.
7. Entry fees will not be refunded.
8. The Judges descision is final. Anyone deemed to be found verbally abusive, abusing or heckling the judges, stewards, competitors or spectators may result in disqualification or expulsion from the premises.
9. Prize money will be witheld if insufficient entries.
10. Once a competitor has fallen or dismounted in the arena, he /she will be disqualified from the class and must not remount until out of the arena.
11.Any objection must be made in writing to the secretary with a deposit of £10 in cash(refundable if the objection is upheld)within 30 minutes of the class taking place.
13. Lead rein competitors may only enter the Clear Round class and must be led by a competent attendant aged 14 years or over.
14.No ponies to be ridden with spurs.
15. Whips to be no longer than 75 cms(30 inches)
16. Only horses/ponies that have entered a class may use the practice arena.
17. No more than the next 6 horses/ ponies allowed to use the practice arena at any time for safety reasons.
18. All dogs must be kept on a lead and under control at all times whilst on the showground.
19. Please do not muck out horse boxes/ trailers whilst on the show ground.
