Rules
1. A horse/pony may only compete in one class

2. When mounted a hard hat with the chinstrap fastened must be worn at all times. The hat must be clearly marked with

1) The CE mark and the BSI Kitemark with one of the following       numbers:  PAS 015: 1998 or EN 1384:1996 or BS EN 1384:1997
2) The CE mark and the official Snell E2001 label and number
3) The CE mark and the SAI Global symbol with one of the    following numbers:AS/NZS 3838 1998 or AS/NZS 3838 2003

A jockey skull cap, with no fixed peak must be worn if riding over fences 80cm high or above. It is recommended that a jockey skull cap is worn for cross country riding even over lower fences.

Pony Club members must have their hats tagged. They will be able to have their hats tagged at point of entry.

3. Body protectors must be worn for both jumping phases.  Long sleeves are compulsory.  Cross country colours or jackets may be worn

4. The organisers reserve the right to limit or refuse any entry, if deemed necessary, without giving any reason.

5. Objections, in writing with a £10 deposit, to be lodged with the secretary no later than 15 minutes after the results have been displayed.

6. The judges’ decision is final.

7.  Tack and dress as per Pony club Eventing Rules, please phone the secretary for any queries.

The course will stay the same for all classes and be raised accordingly and will be open for inspection on Saturday 13th March after 3pm.

Entry Fee:  £20 per class - £5 deposit for number bibs £2 to be retained for paramedic cover on return of bib

A prize in kind will be awarded to the winner of each class.

A highest placed junior award will be given in each class.
Rosettes to 6th place in all classes.

Entries close Monday 8th March.  Entries will be limited, a waiting list will be held.  Late entries may be taken, space permitting at £5 extra.  No refunds for withdrawals after the closing date, unless space can be filled from the waiting list.

Format of competition:  A dressage time will be given.  Riders must proceed to the jumping phases within 30 minutes of their dressage start time. The SJ and XC are 2 phase, the XC follows on immediately at the end of the SJ phase.  The show jumping will not be timed, the cross country will have an optimum time based on the speeds given.  XC colours or hacking/show jackets can be worn for the jumping phases.  Body protectors must be worn for the jumping phases.

All fences will be knockdown.  The first phase will be coloured show jumps, the second phase will be rustic fences built as close as possible to XC fences and may include narrow fences and angles.
